
San Francisco: Visit a winery 
Napa Valley is under 90 minutes north of San Francisco, making it a perfect overnight from 
the Bay Area. Get your hotel to hire you a towncar ($72/hour at the St. Regis Hotel, San 
Francisco with a six-hour minimum) for a chauffeured tour of some of the region's wineries. 
Two of the best--and closest--are Nickel & Nickel, an old farmstead property where tastings 
are by appointment only and cost $30 per person per 90-minute session, and Far Niente, 
where a tour and tasting of five wines is $40 per person. Both are in Oakville. Neither winery 
will accept appointments after 3 P.M.
