The vineyards
enjoyed moderate growth and near ideal light penetration to the clusters.
The critical period of bloom occurred in a short window in May leading
to the promise of greater uniformity for veraison and harvest. The long summer
days and low yields from this vineyard promoted quick ripening of the fruit,
and this Cabernet was one of the first vineyards to be harvested this year.
